1) For	serving	members,	their	immediate	family	or	cadets	-	A	letter	from	their	Troop	Leader	(or	
equivalent)	describing	their	military	performance	over	the	past	year	including	%	of	days	
paraded	by	the	applicant	(or	the	serving	member	under	whom	an	immediate	family	applicant	
is	eligible	to	apply);
