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The Award 
 
The King’s Own Calgary Regiment (RCAC) Regimental Funds Foundation has established a bursary to be 
awarded to deserving applicant(s) from the Regimental Family who have committed their time to support 
the Regimental Family’s activities.

Application Deadline 
 
The deadline to apply is April 5, 2024. 
 

Enrollment and academic achievement 
 
Applicants must be enrolled full-time or part-time in an accredited post-secondary institution.  Should a 
recipient be placed on academic warning or receive too many failing grades, no further awards may be 
granted until the student has completed his/her educational requirements for the year.

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b) For all others – A letter from a supervisor describing the applicant’s contribution to the Regiment 

including # of hours volunteered on Regimental Museum, Association, or Funds Foundation projects.
